What is Camp Nuhop?

Camp Nuhop is a summer camp created for children with learning disabilities, behavior disorders, and Asperger’s Syndrome. At Nuhop, children with these special needs flourish in a safe, structured environment where they are the norm, not the exception. Here, children gain the confidence to risk, succeed, and most of all, make friends.

Who works at Nuhop?

We hire dedicated and caring people who are ready for the responsibility necessary when working with our special needs children. We expect employees to create and maintain the structured, nurturing environment our children need to succeed. The hours are long and sometimes difficult, and you are repaid with sincere smiles and life-long 

memories.

Camp Nuhop is located in Perrysville, Ohio, near scenic Mohican State Park and Pleasant Hill Lake. Throughout the summer, nearly 500 campers take part in the various programs we offer. Eighty-four campers attend each session and are divided into twelve tribes of seven campers based on age, abilities, and experience. Three counselors are placed with each tribe for the entire week, providing nearly a 2:1 camper to staff ratio. This ratio, along with extensive staff training is what makes our programs so successful. These programs range from traditional camp activities like hiking and canoeing, to 14-day excursions in the western and northeast states.  Each session is full of activities that focus on self-esteem, cooperative challenges, and fun. With a busy schedule, counselors are busy too, but do have some time off during the summer. We allow for one night off during and one day off in between each session. From July 12 - 19 we also have a week of vacation time built in. 

BEHAVIOR SPECIALIST ($2,500): Responsible for supporting the Summer Camp Directors.  Duties include, but are not limited to:  Transportation, tribe support, one on one behavior management, facilitating meals and campfires.  Those hired as Behavior Specialists have shown above average skill as counselors and dedicated multiple summers to Camp Nuhop.

COUNSELOR ($2,370): Counselors are responsible for organizing, planning, and facilitating individual sessions.  Applicants will be considered “Counselors” if they have acquired an undergraduate degree or have education and experience considered to be comparable.

CO – COUNSELOR ($2,000): Co – Counselors are responsible for organizing, planning, and facilitating individual sessions.  Applicants will be considered “Co – Counselors” if they do not have an undergraduate degree, but have considerable experience at Nuhop or otherwise.

COUNSELOR-IN-TRAINING ($1,700): Counselors in Training are responsible for organizing, planning, and facilitating individual sessions. Applicants will be considered “Counselors in Training” if they are enrolled in an undergraduate program.
JUNIOR COUNSELOR-IN-TRAINING ($125/week): Junior Counselors in Training are high school students over the age of 16 that show maturity beyond their peers, have experience working with special needs populations, or are related to other Nuhop staff. 

LIFEGUARD ($1,700):  The Lifeguard is responsible for facilitating deep water tests, keeping campers and staff safe at the beach during designated times, organizing free swims, and various duties determined by the directors, including counseling, cabin duty, and one on ones.

Responsibilities: Counselors and Counselors-In-Training are responsible for the safety and success of all Nuhop campers. You are required to attend ALL SCHEDULED DATES, including an in-service and six sessions of camp. The in-service is designed to create staff community and to teach counselors our mission, camp activities, behavior management techniques, and more. Room and board is provided for the entire summer.
Camp Nuhop will accept applications beginning in December of 2011 for the 2012 season, and until all positions have been hired. You will be notified when we receive your application. Hiring will be done through two rounds of interviews. If you are not hired the first round, your application will be automatically put back into the pool for the second round of interviews.

March 17 and 18: Second round of interviews
